The Coalition Government is facing major healthcare challenges: enhancing quality and outcomes;
tackling health inequalities; promoting healthy living and improving public health; caring for the growing
numbers of people with long-term conditions; ensuring the best use of medication — all must be
addressed in the context of a tight financial environment for the NHS.

Six months after setting out a far-reaching plan for structural reform of the Health Service, how does the
Government view pharmacy and its role in rising to the challenges faced by the NHS?

This meeting provides a well-timed opportunity to hear the views of the minister with responsibility for
pharmacy, Earl Howe. With the Public Health White Paper expected around the time of the meeting,
Earl Howe will offer his thoughts on how best to define and roll-out the profession's role at this
challenging time for the NHS. This will be an interactive session with plenty of opportunity for questions
and comment from the invited audience.
